Reasons for denial of open credit may include, but are not limited to, one or more of the following:

Slow payments

Adverse credit history

Final Demand by creditors

Placed for collections by creditors

NSF checks

Lack of business experience

Lack of working capital

Lack of relevant information

Excessive debt

History of Bankruptcy

Difficulty with communication / lack of cooperation

Derogatory credit information

The Equal Credit Opportunity Act prohibits a credit grantor from discriminating against a credit applicant on the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, sex, marital status, and age (providing the applicant has the capacity to enter into a binding contract).  The federal agency that administers compliance with this law is the Federal Trade Commission. Play Visions belongs to several trade groups whose information is factored into our decision, however, all trade group information is confidential and we cannot disclose it.  Regulation B of the Equal Credit Opportunity Act exempts creditors from divulging detailed requirements for the extension of business credit primarily for business or commercial purposes.
